SAM Troubleshooting

· Light bulbs out, tighten them first.  Replace if they do not light up.  A set of bulbs runs $125.

· Turns off.  The machine will turn itself off after about 5-8 minutes to prevent overheating.  Press green on/off button to turn back on.

· Does not turn on.  There is a $10 fuse that burns out.  Replace it.
· There is already a spare set of bulbs and a fuse in the storage room.
