SPOTS Sun Product Demonstration Kit Protocol

Demonstration kits should be inspected and organized in the late summer/early fall of each school year by the SPOTS leader in charge of equipment.
Demo Kits should contain:

· Sunscreens (lotion, spray, mist, gel, stick, lip sunscreen)

· Self-tanners (3% and 1% moisturizer)
· Powdered bronzer and brush
· Pencil (to show Diameter size)

· Wide brimmed hat(s)
· UPF shirt

· Sunglasses that wrap and have a UV label
The six demonstration kits should be restocked with new sunscreens a minimum of every three years (shelf-life of sunscreens). As sunscreens age, they will change color, thicken and change smell. They tend to lose water volume over time and concentrate the chemical sunscreens causing erythema and itching when used on a volunteer student for demonstration.  Always ask student volunteers if they are allergic to sunscreen before applying to their skin. Mark the bottom of each bottle or side of each tube with the year when purchased.  
If new sunscreens or other sun protective products (self-tanners, etc.) come on the market in the summer, purchase a representative sample so you are up to date on what is available. Make sure one of the sunscreens is labeled “non-comedogenic,” “oil-free,” or other such labeling to instruct teens on sunscreens particular to their age group (for acne).  Another sunscreen should be a “sensitive skin” sunscreen composed of only a physical blocker useful for teens on acne medications that may react to the sunscreens with many chemical ingredients.
Make sure the Demo Kits are available for recruitment lunches and training sessions.

Obtain key to room where Demo Kits are stored and remind students they may need to obtain the kits the day prior to their SPOTS demonstration.
